asking for a part C to be sent to you.

When this has been sent, it will be confirmed to you by 
email from COREC asking you to accept the transfer.
                     
4. 
Log in to COREC,  accept the section that has been sent to 
you and fill in part C. Print off.
                     

5. 
Submit Part C, signed by site Principal Investigator, to 
your LREC with a signed copy of the PI's CV. (Your LREC 
has access to Parts A & B electronically, therefore, there is 
no need for you to submit these).

6. 
Your LREC will inform MREC of their decision who will in 
turn inform the Chief Investigator, Professor Steve 
Proctor. The Study Manager will send you a copy of this 
approval.
